female reproductive system. Obstetrics is a branch of medical science 
which deals with the study of pregnancy, childbirth and postpartum 
period. 

(a)  While dealing with Gynaecology and Obstetrics cases, a 
Homoeopathic physician must be trained in special clinical methods 
of investigation for diagnosing the clinical conditions and 
individualising cases, the surgical intervention either as a life saving 
measure or for removing mechanical obstacles, if necessary, as well as 
their management by using homoeopathic medicines & other auxiliary 
methods of treatment. 

(b)  Pregnancy is the best time to eradicate genetic dyscrasias in women 
and this should be specially stressed, and students shall also be 
instructed in the care of newborn. 

 Examination and investigations in gynaecological and obstetrical 
cases shall be stressed and scope of Homoeopathy in this subject 
shall be taught in detail. 

 The study shall start in Second BHMS and shall be completed in 
the Third BHMS & the examination will be held in Third BHMS.
